Lois Lodge
 is fully accessible and has an incredible view of the Platte. 
Accommodations include: a commercial kitchen, multiple 
showers and restrooms, two meeting rooms, a fully-accessible 
deck with a view, grill and fi re ring.

Earth Education Center
is a design-winning architectural structure that overlooks the 
Platte and the Girlfriends’ Garden. Accommodations include: 
a kitchenette, restrooms on two levels, fully accessible, wrap-
around decks and an environmental display. 

Marie Lodge
is a cozy lodge, ideal for small groups. Accommodations 
include: a residential kitchen, showers and restroom, two 
meeting rooms, covered lower-level patio, a wood-burning 
stove and fi re ring. 

Burr Oak and Riverview Lodge
are new, multi-level cabins that sleep 48 each.  
Accommodations include: a residential kitchen with stove, 
refrigerator, microwave, standard household cooking 
equipment, eating utensils, dinnerware, fi replace, tables, 
chairs, multiple showers and restrooms, deck and patio, 
wood-burning stove and fi re ring.   Both cabins are fully 
accessible and have incredible views of the Platte River and 
the upland forest.

Teambuilding Courses – Zip Line
High and low challenge courses help groups 
build confi dence, teamwork and problem-solv-
ing skills, trust, coordination and appreciation 
of the natural world.

Th e 
zip line is part of the high challenge course and 
there are age/height requirements.  Both high 
and low courses are closed during winter.

A lifeguard is included in the price of 
rental and will be provided for your event.

Trails
Camp Maha has numerous groomed trails 
which are covered with wood chips and routed 
through some of the most beautiful, natural 
forest and vistas in Nebraska.
